    We had a chance to participate in the recycling effort of a special kind of vertical 
antenna the other day. It is called a HyTower made by HyGain, formerly of Lincoln, 
NE. It is now owned by MFJ Enterprises. 
   This HyTower was quite old, probably 40 years or more, but it was standing tall with 
all parts intact. 

   The estate of a silent key wanted it removed and with enough 
bodies, we tipped it over and removed the clever, but heavy base 
assembly. Tear down went okay with small bolts breaking off and 
saving a lot of wrench twisting. In due time it was loaded into an 
S-10 pickup with the big element sticking out the back and a red 
flag, courtesy of the previous owner’s wardrobe. Hi! 
    This type of vertical antenna is designed to oeprate 80 thru 10 

meters with good efficiency and bandwidth with no traps. 
   It is built from a crossbraced tower sitting on insulators with a large heavy 
duty mast out the top and several stub elements mounted along the tower sec-
tion. It is about 53 feet high and is fed at the bottom with 50 coax. The idea of 
this design is to have a resonant length element on each band all fed in parallel 
and the large diameter of the tower increases the band with (usable SWR) and 
the efficiency of the antenna system.  
   I think the 80 meter element is sleeve loaded a bit to help resonate the struc-
ture for 3.5 mhz. 
  As with any quarter wave length vertical, it needs radial ground wires to per-
form as intended. The more radials, the better the performance and less ground 
losses you will have. 
   The HyTower, with a fresh coat of silver paint, stands tall and beautiful on 
top of the hill by the shack. From what we have heard, it has lots of DX left in 

it and works on the new WARC bands as well!! 
    WOW—HyGain’s engineers got it right so many years ago!
