We had a lot of fun out at the old
Fremont DX and Contest Club shack,
last weekend. Some visiting guests
from Kansas “Old Flatlanders Amateur
Radio Transmitter Society”. Four guys
from Kansas putting K&S on the air
from Nebraska, during the ARRL CW
Sweepstakes contest.

The contest group said “they can
never hear Nebraska on CW during
any contests”, so they came to us with a DXpedition, for the Sweepstakes CW weekend.

The old Murphy’s Law was in effect and the main run radio refused to put out more that 20 watts. They
wound up with one K3, for 4 operators, but they said they had fun, anyway.

Their plan was to use one radio as a “run” station and the other as a search and pounce “mult” radio.

A “run” station stays on one frequency and calls CQ, the “mult” radio hunts the bands for new “multipliers”,
for the contest score. They become worth more points as the score goes up. Lance had done a lot of work
getting several antennas available in the shack.

Real nice fellows and good operators. Tim, AB@S, came over to our place and inspected the tower for
me. Itis a good idea to inspect and do some preventative maintenance to your antennas, at least once a
year, and preferably before winter. He found a split in the jacket, on the 6 meter coax, and taped it up to
keep water out of the cable.

We learned about trying to use radios on different bands when using high power. Lance’s rig, in the
house, shut down on him when it saw high SWR caused by the RF from the radio in the shack. Always
something to learn!

Wes Chrisman, KDGPGV
gave a presentation about
the ECHOLINK communi-
cation program that was
used last weekend with the
JOTA event on October 20-
21, 2012.

Through an impressive
slide show and professional narration, Wes
presented a lot of information concerning the
ECHOLINK process; which is an Internet link-
ing for Amateur Radio.

You can obtain free software at www.
echolink.org, they will validate your call sign
for $1 and the verification is done on line in
about 5 minutes or you can send a copy of your
license and it is free but will take a few days.
You will need an Amateur License; a computer
with a Pentium CPU, Windows 95 to 7, Win-
dows 2000 and above, Internet connection with
24 kbps, a transceiver, interface (Unified Micro
SCI-6 Systems (Signal Link) approx. $30), a
microphone and speakers.

There is also an application for smart phones.
The same rules apply as any other Amateur
Transmission. This program is user friendly
and can be used to link area repeaters to con-
nect Hams around the world. Our .94 repeater
is on EchoLink and .67 could be linked to it to
improve coverage.

This program only allows one signal through
at a time, thus eliminating “pile-ups”. This
could also increase “Net Participation” and it
allows hams to stay in contact with home while
traveling. It also allows Technician licenses a
chance to experience DX contacts (Round Ta-

bles) and gain knowledge of the
